EXAMPLES OF TYPE SIZES

AND BOLD-LINE PAPER

1.  MAKING PRINT EASIER TO READ

This sentence is printed in 8 point type.

By comparison, many books and magazines are printed in 10 point type like this.

For reference, 72 point type is about one inch tall.

Many large print magazines are printed in 18 point type 
like this.

This is printed in 26 point type.

This is printed in 36 point

Again, for comparison, this sentence is displayed in 8 point type!

People who are visually impaired work best with sizes 

ranging from 14 point like this to 28 point type like this.

For the sake of legibility, we avoid using italics like this 
or fancy fonts like this or condensed fonts like this.

2.  MAKING BOLD-LINE PAPER
 Pages 2, 3, and 4 of this document are set up to print three different types of bold-line paper for use by visually-impaired students.  Each page consists of a separate Microsoft Word table containing lines of a specific weight (thickness) and spacing.  You can print out a copy of all three pages for the student to try.  After determining which one best meets a specific student's needs you can copy the corresponding table into a new document, which you can name something like "Bold-line paper for Omar.doc".  (Go to the Table menu and choose Select Table, press Control+C to copy it, then go to the new document and press Control+V to paste the table.)  You may need to adjust the Margin settings in your Page Setup dialog box if a table doesn't print correctly.

If a student would like the lines farther apart or closer together, or thicker or thinner than any of the three samples, contact us at the email address above, and we will send you an adjusted document.
